Preface

The Government of Jharkhand has initiated structural changes in the entire budgetary process to make it more people centric, accountable
and measurable. Two noteworthy efforts towards this are initiation of people’s participation through a consultative process and reflecting
their suggestions in the final budgetary outlay and initiation of outcome budget which lays foundation for tracking progress of expenditure

against the committed targets.

Since 2021-22, in addition to the financial outlays of schemes of the Departments being indicated in the Budget document, the expected
outputs and outcomes of the schemes are also being presented in a consolidated Outcome Budget document, along with the Budget.
These Outlays, Outputs and Outcomes are being presented to the legislative assembly in measurable terms, bringing-in greater
accountability for the agencies involved in the execution of government schemes and projects. Outlay is the amount that is provided for a
given scheme or project in the Budget; while Output refers to the direct and measurable product of program activities, often expressed in

physical terms or units. Outcomes are the collective results or qualitative improvements brought about in the delivery of these services.

This Outcome Budget presents (a) the financial outlay for the year 2022-23 of 13 departments along with (b) clearly defined outputs and
outcomes of selected schemes (c) measurable output and outcome indicators and (d) specific output and outcome targets for FY 2022-23.

This will significantly enhance transparency, predictability and ease of understanding of the Government’s development agenda.

Through this exercise, the Government aims to nurture an open, accountable, proactive and purposeful style of governance by
transitioning from mere outlays to result-oriented outputs and outcomes. This effort will enable participating departments to keep track of
the scheme objectives and work towards the development goals set by them. The document being presented here is an extract out of the

Outcome Budget 2022-23 and contains framework for all major State Schemes and Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS) for FY 2022-23.
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Outcome Budget 2022-23

Rural Development Department

Jharkhand is predominantly a rural state wherein 75% of its rural population live in rural areas, of which over 40% of the rural population living Below Poverty
Line (BPL). It is our priority to improve the social and economic status of its citizens by developing rural areas. Towards this the State has been implementing
several initiatives to alleviate poverty, strengthen rural infrastructure. The department is adopting more integrated approach towards inclusive and results-based
approach in improving the socio-economic conditions of the poor and marginalized in the state. In order to achieve the overarching goal of reducing rural

poverty, the following strategies and schemes:

Promote farm and non-farm livelihoods
Improved access to financial inclusion
Improved access to assets, basic infrastructure amenities (such as affordable housing, sanitation, electrification and health infrastructure) and citizen services

Providing social protection and security for all (especially the vulnerable sections)

Enhancing literacy, skill development and entrepreneurship
Deen Dayal Antyodaya Yojna—National Rural Livelihood Mission (DAY- NRLM) aimed at reducing poverty by enabling poor households to access gainful

sustainable self-employment and skilled wage employment opportunities.
Key Interventions

a. Strengthening of three Tire Community Based Organisation Structure (SHG, VO and Cluster Level Federation

b. Promote Aggregation models like Farmers Producer groups/ organisation through DAY-NRLM and Facilitate establishment of Producer Companies for

l. Ensure Financial Inclusion of Vulnerable Household (such as SC, STs, widow or Female headed households, Poorest or the poor Families, etc) through
outreach of the community facilitators like Bank Mitras.

m. Strengthening NTFP livelihoods- Minor Forest Produce collection, processing and marketing and strengthening it through inter-departmental convergence,
aggregation and appropriate policies on Minimum support prices

n. Increasing Tasar and Lac host plants plantation activities

o. Building Capacity of Handloom and handicraft artisans

p. Connecting handicraft and handloom entreprises to market through the directorate of Handloom and handi Craft, Khadi and Gram Udyog Board and
Jharkraft.

q. Connect 10 lakh additional families with livelihood activities through ‘Ajivika Samvardhan Hunar Abhiyan (ASHA)’.

r. Weaning away women associated with brewing and sale of Haria/Country liquor through connecting them with livelihood activities under “Phulo-Jhano
Ashirwad Abhiyan’.

Jharkhand Opportunity for Harnessing Rural Growth (JOHAR)” project is aimed at increasing income of rural farmers in agriculture and allied sectors through a

systematic approach of livelihood diversification, introducing a high productivity production system, increased linkage to higher order markets and rural

entrepreneurship.

Key interventions

a. Increase income of 2.1 lakh rural household through agriculture, animal husbandry and forest produce based activities

b. Promote Aggregation models like Farmers Producer groups/ organization through JOHAR and Facilitate establishment of Producer Companies for initiating

d. Increasing Irrigation potential of the state through various interventions

Pradhan Mantri AwasYojna—Gramin aimed at making affordable housing for all by 2022

Key Interventions

b. Convergence amongst the PRI and schemes such as PMAY-G, MGNREGS, Swachh Bharat Mission for toilet construction, electrification through Rajiv Gandhi

Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS) will be focusing on generating rural wage employment to unskilled work to all its

rural households.
