Preface

The Government of Jharkhand has initiated structural changes in the entire budgetary process to make it more people centric, accountable
and measurable. Two noteworthy efforts towards this are initiation of people’s participation through a consultative process and reflecting
their suggestions in the final budgetary outlay and initiation of outcome budget which lays foundation for tracking progress of expenditure

against the committed targets.

Since 2021-22, in addition to the financial outlays of schemes of the Departments being indicated in the Budget document, the expected
outputs and outcomes of the schemes are also being presented in a consolidated Outcome Budget document, along with the Budget.
These Outlays, Outputs and Outcomes are being presented to the legislative assembly in measurable terms, bringing-in greater
accountability for the agencies involved in the execution of government schemes and projects. Outlay is the amount that is provided for a
given scheme or project in the Budget; while Output refers to the direct and measurable product of program activities, often expressed in

physical terms or units. Outcomes are the collective results or qualitative improvements brought about in the delivery of these services.

This Outcome Budget presents (a) the financial outlay for the year 2022-23 of 13 departments along with (b) clearly defined outputs and
outcomes of selected schemes (c) measurable output and outcome indicators and (d) specific output and outcome targets for FY 2022-23.

This will significantly enhance transparency, predictability and ease of understanding of the Government’s development agenda.

Through this exercise, the Government aims to nurture an open, accountable, proactive and purposeful style of governance by
transitioning from mere outlays to result-oriented outputs and outcomes. This effort will enable participating departments to keep track of
the scheme objectives and work towards the development goals set by them. The document being presented here is an extract out of the

Outcome Budget 2022-23 and contains framework for all major State Schemes and Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS) for FY 2022-23.
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Outcome Budget 2022 - 23
Drinking Water and Sanitation Department

The major responsibility lies with the DWSD is to work on drinking water in all the rural areas with provision of safe and potable water supply through Functional
Household Tap Connection (FHTC) to every Household and ensuring Hygiene facility in all the rural villages of the state. Department is working with a direction
to provide potable water supply in all the rural houses under State Plan, Jal Jeeven Mission (JJM) etc.

» By 2024, a total of 59,23,320 households in the state would be covered by pipe water supply schemes through Functional House hold Tap Connection (FHTC).
Against this Total nos. of 10, 89,904 (18.4 %) target has been achieved till now.

»  Presently, 538 Multi Village Water Supply Scheme (MVS) have been implemented through different schemes and execution of 289 no. of MVS is under progress.
In addition to that 96 new MVS schemes are sanctioned under Jal Jeevan Mission and for the implementation of these schemes; further procedural formalities
are under process.

»  Additionally, where the surface water is not sufficiently available for the construction of MVS, those areas being covered by Solar based mini water supply
schemes with underground water source.

In this regard, 2837 nos of Single Village Scheme (SVS) are being executed. In addition to that 49,456 Single Village Schemes (SVS) have been sanctioned in this
financial year 2021-22, by which 12,94,413 rural families shall be facilitated with drinking water through FHTC under JJM.

» In the far-flung area of the state which are not covered through pipe water supply schemes of partially covered by the schemes, action has been taken for the
installation of 21,870 tube wells in all 4374 Gram Panchayats (@ 5 nos. tube well in each GP) for the provision of drinking water.

»  Safe drinking water supply has been ensured through installation of 49 EDF plants in Fluoride affected habitations and 01 Arsenic Removal Plant in Arsenic
affected habitation. Besides, if any additional habitations come across with water quality issues, immediate actions would be taken for the supply of potable
water.

In addition to the rural areas, Operation and maintenance are also being taken care by the department in 20 urban water supply schemes.

» In all the districts in the state, water testing laboratory is operational, in which the state lab at Ranchi and other 6 district labs are accredited with NABL
certification. Applications have been submitted for NABL accreditation to setup 12 District level Labs. All the criteria shall be fulfilled by last March for NABL
accreditation in rest of the district of state. To ensure the water quality across the state, water samples are tested regularly in the laboratory for taking proper
action, if necessary.

»  Under Jal Jeevan Mission, Every Village house hold is to be provided with Functional house hold tap connection. There must be sufficient nos. of Inspection
Bungalows for monitoring of ongoing schemes and to hold meetings with local officers and agencies. Therefore, Constructions of Inspection Bungalows have

been provisioned under State Plan.
