Preface

The Government of Jharkhand has initiated structural changes in the entire budgetary process to make it more people centric, accountable
and measurable. Two noteworthy efforts towards this are initiation of people’s participation through a consultative process and reflecting
their suggestions in the final budgetary outlay and initiation of outcome budget which lays foundation for tracking progress of expenditure

against the committed targets.

Since 2021-22, in addition to the financial outlays of schemes of the Departments being indicated in the Budget document, the expected
outputs and outcomes of the schemes are also being presented in a consolidated Outcome Budget document, along with the Budget.
These Outlays, Outputs and Outcomes are being presented to the legislative assembly in measurable terms, bringing-in greater
accountability for the agencies involved in the execution of government schemes and projects. Outlay is the amount that is provided for a
given scheme or project in the Budget; while Output refers to the direct and measurable product of program activities, often expressed in

physical terms or units. Outcomes are the collective results or qualitative improvements brought about in the delivery of these services.

This Outcome Budget presents (a) the financial outlay for the year 2022-23 of 13 departments along with (b) clearly defined outputs and
outcomes of selected schemes (c) measurable output and outcome indicators and (d) specific output and outcome targets for FY 2022-23.

This will significantly enhance transparency, predictability and ease of understanding of the Government’s development agenda.

Through this exercise, the Government aims to nurture an open, accountable, proactive and purposeful style of governance by
transitioning from mere outlays to result-oriented outputs and outcomes. This effort will enable participating departments to keep track of
the scheme objectives and work towards the development goals set by them. The document being presented here is an extract out of the

Outcome Budget 2022-23 and contains framework for all major State Schemes and Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS) for FY 2022-23.

1. INTRODUCTION

The mandate of the Department of Panchayati Raj is to strengthen Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs) as per the provisions and spirit of Part IX of the Constitution and

the Jharkhand Panchayat Raj Act, 2001.
Objectives:
As per the 73™ constitutional amendment act 1993, the objective of Department is:-

e To attain decentralised & participatory local self-governance through Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs).

e Empowerment, enablement & accountability of PRIs to ensure inclusive development with social justice, and efficient delivery of services.
e  (Capacity Building & training of Panchayat Representatives and Duty Beareres.

e Coordination with other departments to empower Panchayati Raj institution.

e Implementation and monitoring of different state and centrally sponsored schemes & programmes.

e To ensure participation of Schedule Tribe, Schedule Caste, & Women in Panchayati Raj Institutions.

e  Devolution of Fund, Function & Functionaries to Panchayati Raj Institution.

(A) Central Assistance to State Schemes

(i) Assistance to Gram Panchayats (Tied Grant) — Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Gram Panchayats as 100%

Grant.

Under this scheme an outlay (Central Share 100%) of Rs. 58675.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.

(ii) Assistance to Gram Panchayats — Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Gram Panchayats as 100% Grant.
Under this scheme an outlay (Central Share 100%) of Rs. 39000.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.

(iii) Assistance to Block Intermediate/Level Panchayats (Tied Grant) — Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Block

Intermediate/Level Panchayats as 100% Grant.

Under this scheme an outlay (Central Share 100%) of Rs. 11637.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.
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(iv) Assistance to Block Intermediate/Level Panchayats— Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Block

Intermediate/Level Panchayats as 100% Grant.
Under this scheme an outlay (Central Share 100%) of Rs. 7758.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.

(v) Assistance to Zila Parishads/District Level Panchayats (Tied Grant) — Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Zila

Parishads/District Level Panchayats as 100% Grant.
Under this scheme an outlay (Central Share 100%) of Rs. 7758.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.

(vi) Assistance to Zila Parishads/District Level Panchayats— Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Zila Parishads/District

Level Panchayats as 100% Grant.

Under this scheme an outlay (Central Share 100%) of Rs. 5172.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.

(vii) Rastriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan (RGSA).

For capacity building, training and technical support of Panchayats, Rastriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan (RGSA) has been started from 2018-19

Under this scheme an outlay (Central Share 60%) of Rs. 2000.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 3000.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs 1000.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 6000.00 lakhs is

proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.

Under this scheme an outlay (State Share 40%) of Rs. 1500.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 2000.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs 500.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 4000.00 lakhs is

proposed for the annual plan 2022-23.

(B) STATE SCHEMES

(i) Construction/Repair/Renovation of Various Building Assets.
Under this scheme the following are proposed :-

(a) Construction/repair/renovation of Panchayat Bhawan.

(b) Constructions/repair/alteration/furnishing of Bus Stand/Dak bunglows / Offices and Staff quarters of Zila Parishad, Marketing Complex & Multipurpose Building by

giving hundred percent grants.



(C) Construction/repair/renovation of DPRC and construction of Hostel at CTI. In addition to Division Training Centres in all five division, ten DPRCs have to be

constructed in ten districts under State Plan.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 1500.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 2500.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs 1000.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 5000.00 lakhs is proposed for the
annual plan 2022-23.

(ii) Capacity Building & Training
Under this scheme the following are proposed:-

(a) Expenditure related to Strengthening of Training institutions, providing training materials and aids, documentation and publicity are proposed. It is also proposed to

make DPRCs functional.
(b) It is proposed to provide fund for expenditure related to consultancy fees and organising seminar/ symposium/ pradarshni/study tour of PRIs etc.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 600.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 1000.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs 400.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 2000.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual
plan 2022-23.

(iii) Mukhyamantri Panchayat Protsahan Puraskar Yojna
Under this scheme it is proposed to provide awards in the following categories :-

Best Gram Panchayat Award

Swachh Gram Panchayat Award- Award to best GPs on cleanliness

Strengthening of Gram Sabha Award- Award to best Gram Sabha to promote regular meeting of Gram Sabha.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 300.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 500.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs. 200.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 1000.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual
plan 2022-23.

(iv) (a) Strengthening/Upgradation of Offices / Institutions

Under this scheme, it is proposed to enhance infrastructural facilities in the state level, Divisional Level, District Level offices & other Institute.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 500.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 700.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs. 200.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 1400.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual
plan 2022-23.

(b) Consultation Fees



It is proposed for provision of consultancy services required for modules, Models, Design & Estimates etc. for empowerment of PRI's.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 50.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 100.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs. 50.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 200.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual
plan 2022-23.

(c) Purchase of New Vehicles (For Department/ Directorate/ Training Institute)

It is proposed for purchase of vehicles for Department/ Directorate/State Election Commission/ Deputy Development Commissioner-cum- Chief Executive Officer, Zila

Parishad/ District Panchayat Raj Officer/ Executive Officer, Zila Parishad.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 150.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 200.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs. 50.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 400.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual
plan 2022-23.

New Schemes

(i) Panchayat Gyan Kendra- To establish Panchayat Gyan Kendra in Panchayats to Play significant role in :-

(a) Promoting the habit of reading and access right information and knowledge.
(b) Preserve and promote culture of reading, self-education and improve the learning abilities of the rural population.
(c) Promote as a social, educational and cultural hub for the community.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 600.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 1000.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs. 500.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 2100.00 lakhs is proposed for the
annual plan 2022-23.

(ii) CSC- Community Service Center- The CSCs will be set up in Gram Panchayats for facilitating smooth delivery of G2C, B2C services and digitization of data to its rural
citizens. Common Services Centers (CSCs) are envisioned as the front-end delivery points for Government, private and social sector services to rural citizens of India. The
idea is to setup a platform that can enable government, private and social sector organizations to integrate their social and commercial goals for the benefits of rural
populations in the remotest corners of the country through a combination of IT as well as non-IT services.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 1500.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 2500.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs. 500.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 4500.00 lakhs is proposed for the
annual plan 2022-23.

(iii) Development in Municipal Corporation Peripheral Panchayats- To promote cleanliness in semi urban Panchayat which are in the periphery of Municipal

Corporation and Tourist areas.

Under this scheme an outlay of Rs. 150.00 lakhs in OSP and Rs. 200.00 lakhs in TSP and Rs. 50.00 in SCSP i.e total Outlay of Rs. 400.00 lakhs is proposed for the annual
plan 2022-23.

(A) Central Assistance to State Schemes

(1) 15th Finance Commission Grant

(i) Assistance to Gram Panchayats— Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Gram Panchayats as 100%
Grant.

In 2021-22 against budget provision of Rs. 93675.00 Lakh, Rs. 46837.50 Lakh has been transferred to Gram Panchayat.

Against 55,467 schemes taken up, 23,992 have been completed.

In year 2021-22, expenditure is 80%

(ii) Assistance to Block Intermediate/Level Panchayats— Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Block
Intermediate/Level Panchayats as 100% Grant.

In 2021-22 against budget provision of Rs. 18735.00 Lakh, Rs. 9367.50 Lakh has been transferred to Panchayat Samiti.

Against 8,945 schemes taken up, 3,740 have been completed.

In year 2021-22, expenditure is 64%

(iii) Assistance to Zila Parishads/District Level Panchayats — Grants as per recommendation of Central Finance Commission is fully transferred to Zila
Parishads/District Level Panchayats as 100% Grant.

In 2021-22 against budget provision of Rs. 12490.00 Lakh, Rs. 6245.00 Lakh has been transferred to Zila Parishad.

Against 1,658 schemes taken up, 397 have been completed.

In year 2021-22, expenditure is 39%

(2) Capacity building / Training of Panchayats

A total of 155 Accounts Clerk-cum-Computer Operator and 455 Junior Engineer have been placed on service contract for better implementation of the
schemes operated under 15th Finance Commission item.

(3) Gram Panchayat Development Plan (GPDP) -

For preparation of Gram Panchayat Development Plan in Gram Panchayats under various Gram Panchayats, by organizing Gram Sabhas in several
phases, with the participation of nominated officers of various government offices, etc. For FY 2022-23 100% plan for all Gram Panchayats have been
prepared and its entry in the Gram Swaraj Portal has been completed. Scheme will be implemented in the next financial year.

(4) Rastriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan (RGSA).

For capacity building, training and technical support of Panchayats, Rastriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan (RGSA) has been started from 2018-19.

In 2021-22 against budget provision of Rs 9036.00 Lakh, Rs. 4500.00 Lakh has been sanctioned.

(B) STATE SCHEMES

(i) Construction/Repair/Renovation of Various Building Assets.

Under this scheme, fund is provided for construction/repair/renovation of Panchayat buildings and construction/repair/refurbishment of Bus
